Difficulties which may arise

If your child is spending an excessive amount of
time doing their homework under proper conditions
in an appropriate environment, then you should
contact your child’s teacher and the learning support
teacher if applicable.  If your child does not
understand their homework you should contact the
teacher. If there are difficulties at home which may
interfere with your child’s homework please notify
the teacher.



How vou can help

Speak to your child in positive terms about homework
from an early age.

Always praise their work, or some aspects of it and
encourage a constructive attitude towards it.

Your child should do his/her homework
independently, where appropriate, encouraging self
reliance and self discipline.

If your child has difficulty with Maths then the
method in the textbook should be used.

Ensure that your child does their homework in a quiet
place free from distractions.

Have a mutually agreeable time for doing homework
taking his/her age, time to play, relax and family time
into account.

Check your child’s homework, ensure it is neat and
presentable. Always sign your child’s journal having
checked that all assigned work is completed.

Some children will require assistance with their
homework. Bear in mind that doing the homework or
informing your child with answers is not productive
and will inevitably lead to a child becoming overly
dependent. However, a one to one situation with
parent/guardian is beneficial.

To give parents the opportunity to participate in their
children’s education.

To give parents the opportunity to assess their children’s
progress.

To strengthen the link between the pupil and the school.

To give pupils the opportunity to further study various
aspects of the curriculum.

An exercise in self discipline.

To foster and develop individual study skills at an early
age.

To give children the opportunity to memorise certain
aspects of the curriculum already taught in school, e.g.
tables, spelling.

Types of Homework

Homework usually consists of written and oral assignments.
This may include study and memorisation. The children have
Irish, English and Mathematics almost every night along with
other subjects depending on the class they are in.

Memorisation is a vital component of a child’s education yet
there can be a tendency to neglect it. This part of the
homework should always be checked by parents.

Time spent on homework

It is difficult to specify how long children from the various
classes should spend on homework. The time each child will
spend will depend on the following. It is important to remind
ourselves that any child will experience difficulties engaging
with homework if their basic needs are not being met
(hunger, fatigue etc..)

1. The pupil’s age

2. The child’s academic ability

3. The child’s ability to learn while in class

4. The place and the surroundings in which the pupil
does his/her homework

5. The time of evening when the homework is
undertaken.

6. Taking the above five points into account the
following times may be used as guidelines to
parents’

The children write their homework in their homework
journals. Parents should look at their journal and sign
it when assignments are completed.

The children have Irish and English spellings every
night which are twice a week in school.

The children usually have Irish, English and Maths as
part of their homework as well as other subjects such
as History and Geography.

The children write their homework in a designated
homework copy.
