Please remember the following points in relation to the running of the school: 

• To ensure the safety of all our children please take care when parking your car. No cars may be 
parked in the bus section or beyond the cones. We appeal to comply with the road markings. 
Please do not drive through the school gates at any time. Please note that part of Castle Road is 
now a double yellow line area. Please do not block our neighbours’ driveways. When the gate is 
open, Castle Road now continues down towards the new school to a ‘set-down’ area. You are 
welcome to park in the parking spaces. There is a limited number of spaces. No cars should be 
parked on the road or up near the top at the green gates. This causes a traffic obstruction and 
blocks cars from driving up or down on the roadway part of the set-down area. I advise that 
parents and children be very careful crossing the road as the traffic is not compelled to stop on the 
roadway.

• The children may not enter the schoolyard before 8.45am each morning. The yard is not 
supervised before this time.

• If your child comes on a bike or scooter to school, please make sure he/she dismounts before 
coming through the gates. Roller skates must be removed before entering the school gates also. 
(No skateboards are allowed.) Children travelling by these means to school should be 
encouraged to wear helmets and protective gear where necessary. We also encourage that you lock 
your bicycle/scooter while on the school premises.

• Pedestrian School Gate: In the interests of safety, the pedestrian school gate is to be kept closed 
at all times during school hours. I appeal to all to close the gate after you, whether you are visiting 
or leaving the premises. 

• Communication with Teachers: I urge you to follow the correct protocol and contact the school 
secretary should you wish to make an appointment to speak to a class teacher. The secretary will 
pass the information on to the relevant class teacher who will in turn, contact you and organise a 
time and a date that suits everybody. This should also facilitate a more worthwhile meeting. There 
is a need to respect that teachers are obliged to carry out their teaching duties during school hours. 

• Parent/Teacher meetings will take place on Thursday and Friday the 24th and 25th of 
November 2016. 

•  We have a Healthy Eating Policy and Code of Behaviour in the school that are available for 
review on http://gsnp.ie/Polasaithe_Scoile.html.

• Enrolment for 2017: Please read the enrolment policy on www.gsnp.ie if you have a child due to 
start in September 2017 

• If your child is absent you must send in a note to the class teacher explaining the absence. It is not 
sufficient to call the office.

• Children should not be collected before the usual finishing times except for urgent reasons. 
A note must be sent to the class teacher in advance and the child must be collected by their 
parent/guardian. Children leaving the school early must be signed out at reception by their parent.
